RULES OF ENGAGEMENT



GENERAL ORDERS OF A SENTRY





To take charge of this post and all government property in view.


To walk my post in a military manner, keeping always on the alert and observing everything that takes place within sight or hearing.


To report all violations of orders I am instructed to enforce.


To repeat all calls from posts more distant from the guardhouse than my own.


To quit my post only when properly relieved.


To receive, obey, and pass on the sentry who relieves me all orders from the commanding officer, officer of the day, and officers and noncommissioned officers of the guard only.


To talk to no one except in the line of duty.


To give the alarm in case of fire or disorder.


To call the corporal of the guard in any case not covered by instructions.


To salute all officers and all colors and standards not cased.


To be especially watchful at night and, during the time for challenging, to challenge all persons on or near my post and to allow no one to pass without proper authority.








DEADLY FORCE





Definition: that force which a person uses with the purpose of causing death or serious bodily harm, or which he knows would create a substantial risk of causing death or serious bodily harm.





Deadly force is justified only under one or more of the following circumstances:





Self defense and the defense of others.


Defense of assets critical to national security.


Defense of assets not critical to national security, but inherently dangerous to others.


To prevent serious offenses against others.


To arrest or apprehend.(individuals involved in violations of 2,3,& 4 above.)


Escapes.


When deadly force has been specifically directed by a competent authority.





ESCALATION OF FORCE





Definition: The graduated use of force beginning with verbal warnings, followed by show of weapons, followed by non-deadly force and finally, deadly force.





Escalation of Force Continuum:





Physical Presence.  Sentry arrives on scene and becomes visible to the treat.


Verbal Warning.  Tell the person to disperse, stay away, or halt.


Physical contact/confrontation.  Strike with guard items, if available, and if the person is close enough.  Strike fleshy parts of the body first.


Chemical agent.  Employ your pepper spray to incapacitate the threat.


Fire Weapon/Deadly Force.  Shoot with the intent of disabling rather than to kill.  However, the inability to stop the threat by making a precision shot does not prevent the lawful use of deadly force.








RULES OF ENGAGEMENT  (ROE)





Definition: Directives issued by competent military authority which delineate the circumstances and limitations under which United States Forces will initiate and/or continue combat engagement with other forces encountered.





Right to defend.  Always return fire with aimed fire.  You have the right to use force to repel HOSTEL ACTS.


Anticipate attack.  You have the right to use force to respond to clear indications of HOSTILE INTENT.


Measure your force.  When time and circumstances permit, use only the force that is NECESSARY and PROPORTIONAL to protect lives and accomplish the mission.


Protect with deadly force only human life and sensitive, mission essential property designated by the commander.


RAMP


R - Return fire w/ aimed fire (well placed shots)


A - Anticipate attack


M - Measure the amount of force to be used


P - Protect w/ deadly force only human life & property designated by Commander.
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INCIDENT REPORTING PROCEDURES





Render first aid to persons injured/wounded.


Record details of incident to include:


Date/Time/Place of incident


Unit/Names of personnel involved


Preceding events


Why was force used


Who/What was force used against


Weapon utilized


Results of incident








CONSIDERATIONS FOR THE USE OF DEADLY FORCE





Warning shots are prohibited.


When a weapon is discharged, it will be fired with the intent of disabling rather than to kill.  However, the inability to stop the threat by making a precision shot does not prevent the lawful use of deadly force.


Shots shall be fired only with due regard for the safety of innocent bystanders.


In the case of holstered weapons, a weapon should not be removed from the holster unless there is a reasonable expectation that the use of the weapon may be necessary.





NOTE: A Sailor on post must make a quick assessment of what he believes a potential threat’s intentions to be.  Indicators that would lead a Sailor to believe that an individual possessed a hostile intent toward himself or those he has been tasked with protecting may include, but are not limited to:





Presentation of a weapon.


Raising a weapon to the firing position.


Disregarding verbal commands to halt (May be due to language barrier).


Failure to turn away when ordered.


Threatening posture.


High speed run toward a post.


Penetrating the barrier plan.
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
