a. General.

(1) Purpose.  To promulgate guidelines on personnel service to participants of the C/JTG.

b. Enemy POW and other detained persons.

(1) All POW and detained persons shall be treated humanely and in accordance with the Geneva Convention and shall be turned over to the Philippine authorities for proper disposition.

c. Finance and Disbursing.

(1) Finance and disbursing services for US personnel will be provided by 9th NCR.

(2) Finance and disbursing services for RP participants will be through their respective finance services units.

d. Legal.

(1) Contracts shall be awarded only to DTI – registered companies and traders.

(2) Contracting will be under the cognizance of NCRR, JUSMAG, Philippines.

(3) Mission-related damage claims will be forwarded to Higher Headquarters.

(4) JUSMAG, Philippines will attend to legal needs of US Personnel in the event of involvement in any untoward incident.

(5) Legal needs of AFP personnel will be referred to JAGO, AFP.

e. Military Postal Service.

(1) Aerial mail services will be provided. 

(2) Military post office will be provided at HQ CJTG with the address:  PO BOX  147, Davao City, Philippines.

f. Chaplain Activities.

(1) The Chaplain, 9th NCR will officiate masses and other religious service every Sunday at 0800.

Host Nation will provide religious support services to 9th NCR Chaplain.
